p. To borrow and lend money. and give, take and hold se-
curity and collateral; to execute, make and issue, and take and
receive bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, pledges and other

evidences of indebtedness and security, of any and all kinds what-

soever, in furtherance of any or all of the objects of its business,

subject to the limitations described in Article IX.

E. To make ccntracts of all kinds and descriptions vith
third narties, firme and corporations.

F. To do and perform any and all acts and things and to
rransact any business, nct inconsistent wiz» law, which may be
necessary, incidental to or conveniant in carrying out any of the
business or purposes of the Corporation.

ARTICLE VII. The Corporation shall be a nonh-stock corpoxr-
ation and shall be ovuned by its members who shall be collectively

called the members of the Corporation, and no dividends or




pecuniary profits shall be paid to its members. Membership in the
Corporation, except for membership of the incorporators and the
first Board of Directors and any persons who succeed any of them
prior to the first annual meeting of the members, shall be limited
to record owners of cquitable title (or legal title if the equit-
able title has merged) of condominiums constructed or planned to
be constructed on the property. An owner of a condominium shall
auntomatically, upon becoming the owner of a condominium, be a mem-
her of the forporation, and shall romainla member of the Corpor-
ation until such time as his ownership ceases for any reason, at
which time his membership in the Corporatioun shall automatically
cease. Nothing herein is intended to include as members of the
Corporation persons or entities who hold an interest merely as
security for the performance of an obligation. No certificates

of membership shall bec issued and memhership shall be evidenced

by an official list of said members, which lists shall be kept by
the Secretary of the Corporation. No membership shall be issued

to any other person or persons except as they may be issued in
substitution for outstandin-g memberships assigned to the new record
owners of equitabie title (or lecgal title if equitable title has
merged). Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not be separated
from ownership of any condominium unit. In the event any such
condomirium unit is owned v two or more persons, whether by joint
tenancy, tenancy in common, community property or otherwise, the
membership as to each condominium unit shihll be joint and a single
membership for such condominium unit shall be issued in the names

of all, and they shall designate to the Corporation in vriting at

the time of issuance, one of their number who shall hold the member=
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shin and have the power to vote said membership , and in the
absence of such designation and until such designation is made,

the Board of Directors of the Corporation shall make such design-

ation,

ARTICLE V11'. The affairs of the Corporation shall be
conducted by a Board of Directors consisting of such number as
shall be fixed in the By-Laws. The same person may hold any two
offices, except that the President may not at the same time hold
the office of Vice President or Secretary. The Directors shall be
elected by the members of the Corporation at the first and each
ensuing annual meeting thoreof, ag provided for in the By-Laws.
The Directors, other than those provided for in Article IV above
and any persons who succeed any Of them prior to the first annual
meeting of the members, must be members of the Corporation. In

addition to those cligible to be a Director, as indicated above,

any Director, officer or employee of a corporation, which is a

member of the Corporation, shall be eligible to be a Director of

the Corporation upon being so0 authorized by said member corporation.

The Board of Directors will adopt By-Laws for the Corporation and

such By-Lawvs may be amended, supplemented, repealed or suspended

and new Bv-Laws may be adopted as provided for therein.

ARTICLE IX. Any indebteéness or liability, direct or con-

tingent, must be authorized by an affirmative vote of a majority

of the votes cast by the members of the Board of Directors at a

lavfully held meeting. The highest amount of indebtedness or lia-

bility, direct or contingent, to which this Corporation may be

subject at any one time shall not exceed one hundred fifty percent

(150%) of its income for the previous fiscal year, except that
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additional amounts may be authorized by an affirmative vote of
tvo-thirds (2/3) of the members of the Corporation present and
voting at any mecting at which a quorum is present.

ARTICLE X. The private property of each and every officer,
dircctor, and member of this Corporation shall at all times be
exempt from all debts and 1iabilities of the Corporation.

ARTICLE XI. This Corporation hereby appoints William A.
Cilarke, Snite 1900, 3300 North Central Avenue, Phoenix, Arizona,
85067, as its lauwful statutory aqgent, upon vhonm all notices and
procesges, 1ncluding service of supmons, may be served, and vhich,
vhicn Lo served, ©hall be lawful, personal service upon this Corp-

oration. The Pirectors may, at any time, appoint another agent for

such purposc, and the filing of such appointment shall revoke this
or any other previous appointment of sucﬁ agent.

ARTICLE XXI. The first annual meeting of the members of the
Corporation shall be held on the second Tuesday in February. There-
after, the annual meeting of the members of the Corporation shall
be on the second Tuesday of February of cach year or at such other
time as shall be specified by the By-Lavs of this Corporation duly
adopted or amended. Any such amendment of the By-Lavs changing the
cate of the annual meeting shall be valid and effective without the
neccessity of amending the rrticles of Incorpcration. If the day
for the annual meeting of the members is a legal holiday, the
mecting will be held at the same hour on the first day folloving
which is not a legal holiday. The annual meeting of the Board of
Directors and the members of the Corporation shall be held at the

office of the Corporation or at such other place within the County




of Maricopa, Statc of Arizona, as may be designated by the
Board of Directors. There shall be no fewer that two (2) meet-
ings of the Board of Dircctors during each fiscal year.

ARTIZLE XTI1. The Corporation shall not execute or file
for rccord any cdocuments which impose a restriction upon the sale,
leas,c or vecupancy of property solely on the basis of race, color
or croeoed,

ARTICLE XIV. After the first annual mecting of members,
these Articloes of Incorporation may be amended hy the affirmative
vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the entire membership. Prior to the
first annual mceting of members, these Articles of Incorporation
may be amended by the affirmative vote of a majority of the
entirc Board of Directors.

ARTICLF XV. The Corporation may be dissolved with the
assent given in writing and signed by not less than tvo-thirds
{2/3%) of the membership. Upon dissolution of the Corporation, the
assets, both real and personal, of the Corporation shall be dedicat-
¢d to an anpropriate public agency that is gualified under
Federal Income Tax, section 501(C) of Internal Revenue Code, to be
devoted to purposes as nearly as practicable the same as those to
vhich they were required to be devoted by the Corporation. In the
event that such dedication is refused acceptance, such assets
shall be aranted, conveyed and assigned to any non-profit corpor-
ation, association, trust or other organization to be devoted to
purposes and uses that would most nearly reflect the purposes and
uses to which they were recuired to be devoted by the Corporation.

ARTICLE X\I1. To the extent permitted by law, the Corporation
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ray participate in mergoers and consclidations with other non-
profit corporations organizedé for the same purposes, provided,
nowsver, that any such merger or consolidation shall have the
assent of two-thirds (2/3) of the entire membership.
